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Who We Are

The Roma Human Rights Center (RHRC) is a non-governmental organization that has been working since
2014 to protect the rights and ensure the socio-economic integration of the Roma national minority in
Ukraine. We protect and promote the legitimate social, economic, national, and cultural rights of
vulnerable groups, including stateless persons and internally displaced persons. The Center fosters the
development of the Roma national community, unlocking their emotional, intellectual, creative, social, and
spiritual potential.

What We Do

e We provide legal support to vulnerable groups, including members of the Roma national
community and internally displaced persons. The Center's specialists offer guidance on legal
status, assist in restoring lost documents, and provide advice on obtaining humanitarian aid and
social services. Information and awareness-raising meetings organized by the Center in Roma
communities raise awareness of the legal protection opportunities and access to basic services,
especially during the war.

e We conduct systematic educational activities for Roma and other youth, as well as for women and
girls. For example, we have organized seminars on psychological self-support, parenting,
women's rights, healthy eating, and hygiene. Young Roma women are supported in obtaining
non-formal vocational education and are encouraged to become leaders through
self-development training. For Roma and other youth in the Odesa region, we organize events on
our youth platform to raise social awareness, promote cultural and integration activities, and
foster intercultural exchange.

e We engage Roma youth in personal growth and leadership, encouraging active citizenship
through Roma mediation to address urgent issues in Roma communities in cities.

e We preserve and popularize Roma cultural heritage by producing short films that address
important community issues such as discrimination, gender equality, and personal development.
The Center organizes screenings and cultural events that raise public awareness of Roma culture
and help overcome stereotypes. The Center also supports the creative abilities of Roma youth,
organizes sports activities, and promotes social integration through cultural initiatives.

e We provide Roma families with essential goods, including food and hygiene kits, as well as first
aid kits with medicines for those requiring special support. We contribute to improving the
health and social protection of the Roma population by implementing initiatives that enhance the
sanitary and living conditions of Roma families.

Where We Work

The Roma Human Rights Center is actively engaged in the Odesa region and other areas of Ukraine,
organizing legal, humanitarian, and cultural events for the Roma community. Our office in Odesa has
become an important platform for youth activities, legal support, and social integration.
